There are two options for article submissions...
You can send us an article proposal. It should be:

= 300 words or less

» clear, concise, and should have a definite angle in mind

* be on a topic relevant to our target demographic

» accompanied by a brief bio, a writing sample and a publication record
(if you have one).

or

You can send us a completed article. While we prefer to have an article
pitched to us before it is written (this allows us to collaborate with you on the
angle and feel of the piece, and also allows us to designate word limits), we
will also look at completed articles if they are suitable for the mag.

Please email all submissions to george@twenty600.com.au and
claire@twenty600.com.au, and we will endeavour to respond to all enquiries.

If your submission is accepted...
twentyb00 will respond to you with an acceptance email. This email will
include a word limit and deadline for the article you intend to write.

Your finished article should:

* be previously unpublished. Sorry, but we don’t want to tangle with
other publications’ copyright laws!

* have some relevance to Canberra (though not necessarily about
Canberra) and should be of interest to people in our target
demographic

* be of a publishable standard when submitted to twenty600. Please do
not send drafts or incomplete work.

Because we are a new publication we are currently unable to pay our
contributors. We can, however, offer you the glory and unlimited street-cred
associated with being part of the twenty600 phenomenon.



THE EDITING PROCESS

The editing process is collaborative...

If structural edits are required on a completed article, the article will be sent
back to the writer for changes to be made.

Articles will only be returned once. After this time, twenty600 will make any
minor changes required (grammar, punctuation, spelling, structure) without
consultation with the writer. If the article is still not of publishable quality,
twentyb00 reserves the right to refuse publication.

Please note: all files must be named using the twenty600 format. This is to
help us keep track of what stage of the editing process we're at with your
piece — it gets really confusing for us if we have 5 versions of a piece on file
with 5 different names. The format is below:

1. We will send you an email containing your deadline and word limits for
each article that you write. This email will also contain a file title for
your piece.

2. When you submit your piece, the file name should be made up of your
first name, the file title of your article, and the version number. For
example, if your name is Sarah and your file title is ‘Books’, the article
should be saved and sent as sarahbooks1.doc.

3. After the first edits are made, the file will be renamed by the editorial
team to indicate that it has been edited. When/if it is sent back to you,
it will be titled sarahbooks1aC.doc or sarahbooks1aG.doc

4. If you have been asked to make changes to the article and resubmit it,
you will need to retitle it as version 2, to show us that changes have
been made by the writer: sarahbooks2.doc

Please use this naming system with every article. Hopefully it will make the
process easier for you and for us, and will ensure that the correct version of
your piece makes it to print!
